Flush the pen occasionally with cold
water, filling and emptying it exactly as with ink.

3. The patented VISEHOLD clip is reinforced
with spring steel to exert a firm and lasting
grip. Push it well down over the edge of your
pocket to avoid losing your pen.

4. Do not try to make your own repairs or
adjustments. Take the complete pen to your
dealer to be repaired as guaranteed.

1. Turn the rear end of the barrel clockwise
until the remaining stub of old lead is ejected.

3. Replace the rear end of the barrel and turn
it counterclockwise until a new lead, inserted
through the tip, protrudes only 14 inch.

4. Press against this protruding end until you
feel the other end enter the clutch of the move-
ment; then turn rear end of barrel until the
lead is adjusted to proper writing length.
